The business of risk
By John Showell, Product Approvals Ltd

The theme of this article is about the subject of risk and how it affects all the businesses and ventures we are
involved in.

Assessment of risk is central to my work as a consultant at my company. Because I'm an engineer by training
it's something I approach methodically when working on client projects, many of which are related to getting
safe products launched onto the European, US and Canadian marketplace.

It occurs to me though that the concept of risk permeates across a large proportion of the activities we all do
whether our companies are product oriented, or completely centred around delivering a service. Ultimately
business itself is a risk of course and we aim to reduce the risk level of running a successful and profitable
business - the risk of making a loss can be a worry, but we have a wider responsibility in society with the risk
profile of the products and services we are launching onto the market - especially when we are pushing the
frontiers of technology and service deliverables. It may be that we can see a new business opportunity by
pushing the boundaries of what can be done compared to the norm - and after all thinking about how we can
differentiate our products and services from others is a great way to find success in an often crowded
marketplace.

We are seeing risk- related stories making the headlines — with the huge environmental problems due to the oil
well leakage in the Gulf of Mexico - exacerbated by the engineering challenges of operating equipment at such
great depths in an attempt to put a stop to the problem. We've seen problems with hi-tech automobiles
exhibiting safety-related performance problems with acceleration and braking systems requiring product recall.
And there is still great uncertainty in our economic futures due to the problems caused by excessive levels of
risk which appear to have been taken by some financial institutions.

A common theme then - some headline grabbing and global economy shifting events, linked by risks that for
whatever reason became tangible factors that could not be adequately controlled by individuals or organisations
even subsequently given massive financial and human resources in some cases.

The opportunity awaits us to review our business operations and see if we can identify what risks may be
present in delivering our products and services to our customers and whether those risks have been controlled
or even eliminated if possible.

The techniques and tools are there to help us, and they are constantly improving but we need to strive to
improve our ability to identify possible risks from our business activities, categorise their possible effects and
mitigate them where necessary. With potentially hazardous aspects of products, we would ideally design the
product to be inherently safe as a preference to putting warnings in the user manual, and with services aim to
control the risk level transferred to the customer.

CBSO celebrates a record season as audience numbers grow

The City of Birmingham Symphony Orchestra is celebrating a record-breaking season after audience numbers swelled to
115,000.

The CBSO has seen average attendances increase by 3.5 per cent in the past 12 months amid a period of uncertainty for the
arts community in the West Midlands.

The region is bracing itself for impending funding cuts from central and local Government, and the CBSO has already seen
£11,700 shaved off its annual Arts Council England funding of £2,340,830.

But despite the recent recession, audiences are still flocking to the Symphony Hall in what is the fourth rise in consecutive
years for the orchestra.

CBSO chief executive Stephen Maddock said: “It can be tough for the arts because when money is tight it's sometimes the
first thing that people feel they have to lose from their lives.

“But this seems to not be the case in Birmingham, where the demand for our main concert season has once again exceeded
expectations.
